Grapesyard Organization is a local NGO working with orphans and vulnerable children. Our vision is a
healthy educated child in the informal settlements and economically challenged communities.
The organization was founded in 1999, starting with a community school (Grapesyard School). The school

is located in Korogocho slums serving 1,000 children with primary education. Other programs later
sprung up for comprehensive care and support of children.
Some of these are:

e Running Children home with 100 children

e Running School feeding program for 1,000 children
e Run Child sponsorship

e Run home and community based care and support.

REPORT RATIONALE:

This year 2014, the organization turned 15 vyears of
dedicated community service. It coincided with the release
of Kenya Certificate of Primary Education (KCPE) 2013 results
in which Grapesyard School candidates posted the best
results ever in the life of the School.

It was proper therefore that the organization fete the
children and their teachers during anniversary celebrations.

However the organization does not have a budget for such
events i.e. anniversary and the prize giving day celebrations.
It thus turned to its donors and well wishers for support. It is
therefore proper that Grapesyard feeds back those who
contributed to the success of the event.

e All staff members were later treated to a dinner party at The Boma Hotel in South C estate,
Nairobi.
